Waterwise Playing Cards
Water is a precious resource that many people take for granted. 
Our Waterwise playing cards can help you get across this very important message in a fun way and could easily be used to support the teaching of Maths (particularly as a warm up activity). The cards can be used for all age groups (nb we have designed a set of cards for younger children).

To use, print out the cards on a colour printer at a size you feel suitable (suggest A5), then laminate (be careful of sharp edges). 
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Here are just of few ideas of how the cards can be used.

Play your cards right

This activity works well in small groups. Deal five cards out. Get individuals, or groups, to call out whether the next card will indicate more or less water (Its great fun to get the children to call out HIGHER or LOWER). As you are playing the game, use the cards to stimulate discussion (does the amount of water used surprise you, how could you do the same thing but use less water).
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Snap

For this activity print out several set of cards. This activity works well in small groups. Play the game like traditional snap.
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Combine the cards with questions
Get the children to work in pairs or threes. Get one child to hold the cards and turn them over one by one. Get the same child to introduce questions. For example, you could introduce a multiplier.
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Use the cards as a discussion tool
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What could be done to do wash your body but use less water?





How long do you spend in the shower? How much water would you use if you had a 20 minute shower?





How do people wash all themselves in countries where they do not have tap water?





The emoticons indicate whether the activity is waterwise or water wasteful.
